For Light-Duty and Plain-Pattern Lagging: Pulley face plus 2" (50mm)
For Diamond-Pattern Lagging: Pulley face plus 4” (100mm)

NOTE: A dry, bare steel or iron pulley has a coefficient of friction approximately 2.25.

NOTE: When specifying Diamond Ceramic for a drive application, care should be taken not to

exceed relevant coefficient of friction ranges.
